SOUTHAMPTON 
 
The Southampton Invitational (Age Group & Intermediate) event is being held from 
Saturday 20th to Monday 22nd October. 
 
Our team will leave Plymouth first thing on Friday morning (19th), returning late 
Monday night (22nd). 
 
To be selected for this competition, divers must be able to meet the criteria to an 
appropriate standard on AT LEAST two boards.  Fortunately, all of these divers can 
compete in Southampton as they all meet the test for their age group on at least 2 
boards but please be aware, this might not always be the case. 
 
The cost of the trip will be approximately £240 all inclusive (cost will be confirmed 
once final numbers are known).  This includes 3 nights accommodation, food, entry 
fees, staff costs and transport. 
 
Depending on confirmed numbers, we will be most likely to travel by coach and stay 
in the Premier Travel Inn (City Centre).  Parents/siblings are welcome to come up to 
support the divers, but must make their own travel and accommodation 
arrangements.   
 
As per our event policies document (if you have lost your copy, please request one 
from the office, or download it from the website), all divers will travel and stay with the 
team.  Parents CAN take their children home from Southampton, but only AFTER 
ALL the events are completed (everyone stays to support the whole team and listen 
to the team result) and then only by prior arrangement with a chaperone. 
 
We will need a number of chaperones, the final number will be confirmed once we 
know the size of the team.  Only CRB checked people to apply please. 
 
If you are interested in how to become a chaperone, please contact the office for an 
information pack. 
 



 
 
The deadline for you to return the consent form is Friday 21st September.  Once the 
consent form is returned, full costs are due, even if the child withdraws.  
 
Please be aware – divers on the team list, were able to perform the required 
test at the time this information was distributed.  If a child on this list is 
suddenly unable to perform the test because of their refusal to perform certain 
skills – full costs will still be due.  For safety reasons, a diver who has not 
trained their skills on a regular basis, will be withdrawn from the competition.  
If this is after the deadline, full costs will still be due.

DEADLINE, WE WILL ASSUME THEY ARE NOT TAKING PART – THIS
